TM1 Operations Console 10.2.2 in Distributed Environment.

Dear Concern,
I am trying to set up TM1 Operations Console 10.2.2 in a Distributed Environment, but unable to.

Following are the steps I followed.

1. I have 2 servers, one application and one web.

2. In the application server, I have given the web URL and done the configuration.
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DefaultAdminHost: Application Server IP (Where all the TM1 Servers are present)

DefaultServer: Not mentioned any since I am expecting that in the operation console login page I will get the Namespace options like – “Planning Sample”, “SData”.
3. So, after applying this setting I restart the application service and check the opsconfig.xml file.
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4. I go to the Web server and type in the Application URL and get to see the OpsConsole login page 

But do not get to see the Name space options that are the servers running in the Application server.
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From the screen shot we see that the “Namespace” is not giving any TM1 Server options like “Planning Sample”, “SData” etc.

Important Points 

1. Not added JRE Keystore.
2. Not added any Default Server in opsconfig.xml file.
3. Added a group “monitor” in Planning Sample
